Remote Set-up

1. Open the Remote Control with a small coin
and insert one flat 3V battery (included) as
shown on the inside of the Remote Control.
Smooth side of battery should be facing up.

1. The remote is paired to work only with
the Spotlight it is packaged with. To sync
additional spotlights to a single remote,
press the exposed black button on the
spotlight next to the battery compartment
for 3 seconds while pressing the ON button
on the remote.

UL/CG L placement for bracket into bracket as Customize Remote
shown above. Activation: Spotlight can be turned on or off with the remote control.

Activating the remote will override the light sensor, and light can be activated
at any time. Default auto shut-off mode is set for 30 seconds.

2 Auto Shut-off Options: First, activate light with remote. Next, hold the ON
button down until light blinks. When it blinks 1x, auto shut-off is set to 1 hour.
When it blinks 2x it is set for 4 hours.
